1) Is a kinuy for a neder effective like a neder? *Why didn’t the Mishna just say that no matter what language one says a neder, it takes effect? (Ran)
2) Why does the Mishna list kinuyei charamim right after kinuyei nedarim, instead of putting kinyuei shavuos after nedarim?
3) Is there a set standard for how the Mishna proceeds to elaborate on a list of itemized halachos – in other words will the first item on the list always be elaborated upon first, or the last item, etc.?
4) If he said “I will be a nazir when I want”, does he violate bal t’acher if he pushes it off? *And if he said “I will not die before being a nazir”, when exactly does he violate bal t’acher? (Ran and Rosh)
5) Why is it a violation of bal t’acher if someone accepted nezirus upon himself while inside of a cemetery?
6) If the reason why we need to learn out the bal t’acher of korbanos nazir from the hekesh to nedarim is that the korbanos of nazir has a chiddush that you cannot make a neder on something by saying “It should hereby be upon me like a chatas nazir”, then why is a regular chatas any different? 
7) Why is “I am separated from you” only considered yadayim sheh’einan mochichos (a non-unequivocal abbreviation)?
8) A man put two prutos in a woman’s hand and said to her “harei at mekudeshes li” and he turned to a second woman standing right next to them and said, “and you as well” – what’s the halacha?
9) Two coins are in front of him, and he points to the first coin and says “this coin is for tzedaka”, and he points to the second one and says “and this one” – why is it that the second coin is not necessarily tzedaka? *Why does the Ran hold that since this question was left unresolved by the  Gemara, we go l’kula and he can keep the second coin for himself?
10) In what situation can a husband ask a Beis Din for a hataras nedarim on his wife’s behalf?
