May I merit
always to be good to everyone and that |
should not find faults in anyone, Heaven
forfend.

Rather, may I always be worthy to do my
utmost, using all my capabilities to find merit
and worth in each and every member of the
Jewish people, Your holy nation, even the
smallest of the “small and even those who
stand up against me. Through Your mercy,
may I always merit to judge others favorable;
may You bestow upon me the intelligence to
understand how to search for and find
redeeming factors, strengths and virtues in my
fellow man at all times.
